Hazel
Schleuter knows bluegrass. In
addition to playing with her
bandmates, The Delta Ram-
blers, for over 20 years, she also
hosts The Olde Time Country
and Bluegrass Show on Satur-
day mornings on radio station
WWOZ in New Orleans, she
spent her summers listening to
Flatt and Scruggs on the radio,
and other country artists. In
college during the folk era, she
picked up her mandolin and
started to play. She mentions that
“bluegrass is written into the
history of the South, and it is real
music that real people can play.
There’s a definite historical value
to playing the music.” Her family
was in the timber business, and
she feels that the timber industry
and music were definitely inter-
twined.

“These are songs about

the Piney Woods, about timbering

and turpentine farms, one is called
Song in the Pines. Jimmie Rogers
was the brakeman on the train
between New Orleans and Merid-
ian, MS.” New Orleans was a
center of trade and when musicians
wanted to record, they came to
New Orleans. Hazel notes that,
“Uncle Dave Macon, Fiddlin’
Arthur Smith and the Delmore
Brothers recorded there in the
1920’ and 1940%.”

Local gospel music will be
provided on Sunday, November 9
from noon until 4 p.m. by Jewel
Kahl and friends. Jewel Kahl will
provide the Crosby Arboretum with
plenty of toe tapping inspirationals
on Sunday. Along with Jewel, we will
have others performing such as Gary
Harbeson, Ira Jarrell, Josh Spiers, The
Holy Landers — Margie and Michelle,
and a group adoration will be an
inspirational end to the day.
