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Pinecote Pavilion incurred a lot damage from hurricane Katrina.
More damage than initially assessed became apparent as debris was
cleared from the pavilion. We already knew the tree that snapped
and fell on it created a small hole in the ceiling and the tree that
uprooted damaged the entrance floor (see top two photographs on
the left). What we didn’t notice right away was that several rafters
had either broken in half or loosened from the support beams (see
third picture on the left). The third photograph to the left is one of
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fourteen rafters that are damaged. Another alarming discovery was
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that several support beams, especially those at the corners of the
pavilion, were warped (see bottom photograph on the left).

One of the original contractors who built the pavilion has been
contacted so that we may start the process of repairing this Mississippi
Landmark. A hurricane Katrina recovery fund has been created for
those interested in making a donation to our efforts. Donations of
any value are greatly appreciated.
